CM Wilhelm moved to approve the agenda as presented.  CM Foster voiced the second and the motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Unverzagt called for approval of the minutes of the January 10, 2024 regular council meeting.  CM Wilhelm moved to approve the minutes with the corrected date for the Executive Session as January 17, 2024.  CM Lambert voiced the second and the motion carried unanimously.
	POLICE ITEMS: PC Andrews reported:  She is investigating an incident involving stolen diesel fuel at the school; She also attended Circuit Court this past week.      
	MAINTENANCE ITEMS:  ATS Dailey reported: On a water softener for the Lingle Community Center.  Following discussion, it was suggested by council to search for other suppliers for a water softener; ATS Dailey reported that he had submitted a grant request to Community Healthcare for an AED unit.  Following discussion, ATS Dailey will ask if an AED Unit for the pool can be included in the grant request; Buzz Oliver of Big Iron was contacted concerning the equipment the town would like to sell.  He will review the legal aspects for the sale of the equipment; Progress is being made on the Community Garden; CM Wilhelm expressed her gratitude, as did all other council members, to the Maintenance Dept. for their active role for the removal of snow following the last snow storm. 
	LVFD ITEMS:  CM Lambert reported:  The LVFD will be hosting a Coyote Hunt February 23rd and 24th.      
[bookmark: _GoBack]	ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS: C/T Reyes reported:  The company Global Industrial does not have a representative close to us but they are searching for a floor scrubber that was sold in close proximity that the town may travel and examine;  The commercial license for the Lingle Community Center kitchen has been renewed and active until February 2, 2025; C/T Reyes provided two internet/phone service bids, one from Vistabeam and one from Visionary.  Prices and features were discussed and CM Wilhelm moved to select Visionary as the internet and phone service provider for the Town of Lingle.  CM Foster voiced the second and the motion carried unanimously.  Services will be provided to Town Hall, Senior Center, Maintenance Shop, Fire Dept., Community Center and the Pool House.  C/T Reyes will contact Visionary and notify Visionary of the bid award. 
	UNFISHISHED BUSINESS:  Mayor Unverzagt discussed the Agreed Upon Procedures final report as submitted by Lenhart, Mason and Associates, LLC.  He reported no exceptions.          
	NEW BUSINESS:  The Lingle Town council considered the hiring of a Pool Manager and Assistant Manager for the 2024 pool season.  An advertisement will be placed in the Lingle Guide February 2, 2024 and February 16, 2024.
